AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 85 OF THE

 
CODE ENTITLED “ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF HO-HO-KUS
BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus as follows:  

SECTION  I.   That Section 85-37.3 G is hereby amended to read as follows: 

G.  
Fences in residential zones.  In residential zones, the requirements for fences shall be as follows:



(1) Fences in residential zones shall not exceed the following heights:

Front yard:   4 feet




(b)
Side and rear yards:  6 feet




(c)
Portion of side and rear yards bordering on State Highway No. 17 or on business or industrial zones or railroad property: 6 feet

SECTION II.  Severability.

If any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or sentence of this Ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall apply only to the section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, sentence, clause, phrase or provision so adjudged, and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.
SECTION III.  Repealer
All other ordinances of the Borough, or parts thereof, which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION IV.  Effective Date.
This Ordinance shall take effect immediately after final passage and publication according to law.
