Award Solid Waste Bid


WHEREAS, sealed bids were received on December 10, 2008, for the project known as Solid 

Waste Collection and Disposal Services, Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of Bergen, State of 

New Jersey;



WHEREAS, five (5) bids were received;



WHEREAS, the Bid Specifications authorize the Borough, in its discretion, to determine the 

item(s) comprising the Contract and the term of the Contract;



WHEREAS, the Borough has determined that it is in its best interests to award a one (1) year 

Contract, comprising Alternate Bid Proposal Number 3, Alternate Bid Proposal Number 6 

and Collection and Disposal from Ho-Ho-Kus Public School, Part A and Part B;



WHEREAS, the bid documents have been reviewed and it has been determined that the bid of 

Sterling Carting, Inc. must be rejected as non-responsive.  Sterling Carting has confirmed that 

for Alternate Bid Proposal Number 3, its numbers were reflective of a monthly dollar amount, 

not an annualized amount, as required.  This mistake cannot be corrected since to do so, 


would place Sterling on an unequal footing with all other competitive bidders, would 


undermine the public bidding process and is a material, non-waiveable defect.  Moreover, 

even if the monthly amount bid ($50,940.01) were annualized, its bid would equate to Six 

Hundred Eleven Thousand Two Hundred Eighty and 12/100 ($611,280.12) Dollars.  This 

figure together with its bid for Alternate Proposal Number 6 and the Public School, would 

still not result in its being the low bidder;



WHEREAS, the remaining bid documents have been reviewed and it is determined that 


Waste Management of New Jersey, Inc. is the lowest responsible, responsive bidder for the 

term and item(s) comprising the Contract;



WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has attached hereto a certification that adequate 


funds shall be budgeted to pay for the subject Contract;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Governing Body that it does hereby award 

a Contract for solid waste collection and disposal services for a one (1) year term to Waste 

Management of New Jersey, Inc. in the aggregate amount of Five Hundred Eighty Three 


Thousand Nine Hundred Fifty Six ($583,956.00) Dollars, representing Alternate Bid Proposal 

Number 3 ($474,516.00); Alternate Bid Proposal Number 6 ($103,680.00); and Collection 

and Disposal from Ho-Ho-Kus Public School, Part A and Part B, totaling ($5,760.00);



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Municipal Clerk are hereby authorized to 

execute a Contract with Waste Management of New Jersey, Inc. following legal review;



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the bid documents of the next two (2) low bidders, 


Suburban Disposal, Inc. and Scuffy Carting , LLC, shall be held pending execution of the 


Contract with the successful bidder.

CONSENT RESOLUTION


1. Appointment P.A.C.O Officer-Laura Borchers


WHEREAS, New Jersey Statutes provide that no public work contracts can be awarded nor 

any moneys paid until the prospective contractor has agreed to contract performance which 

complies with an approved affirmative action program; and



WHEREAS, this law applies to each political subdivision and agency of the State and 


includes service and procurement contracts and construction contracts (NJAC 17:27-1.1); 

and,



WHEREAS, each public agency shall annually designate an officer or employee to serve as 

its Public Agency Compliance Officer (P.A.C.O.): (NJAC 17:27-3.5), and notice of 


designation shall be given to the Department of the Treasury, State Affirmative Action Office 

by January 10th of each year; and



WHEREAS, the P.A.C.O. officer shall perform the duties prescribed in the Administrative 

Code, be responsible for ensuring the agencies’ compliance with the rules and may perform 

any other liaison and assistance functions as may be requested by the Affirmative Action 


Office;



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-

Ho-Kus that Laura P. Borchers, RMC, the borough’s municipal clerk, is hereby designated as 

the Ho-Ho-Kus Public Agency Compliance Officer for 2009.


2. Salary Increase Borough Clerk

WHEREAS, Laura P. Borchers has officially been appointed to the statutory position of the Borough 
Clerk of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus with the certification of Registered Municipal Clerk (RMC); and


WHEREAS, Laura P. Borchers also holds the positions of Registrar of Vital Statistics, Registrar of 
Elections and Public Agency Compliance Officer; and


WHEREAS, now that Ms. Borchers has attained the position of Registered Municipal Clerk, her 
salary warrants an increase to appropriately reflect her responsibilities;


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-
Kus that Ms. Borchers receives an immediate salary increase to $48,000 annually which includes 
$45,000 as Borough Clerk, $1500 as Registrar of Vital Statistics and $1500 as Registrar of 
Elections.  In each of these cases the salary provided falls within the range of each position noted.



3. General Code- Electronic System


WHEREAS, the Code of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus must be updated and codified with an 

electronic version produced, and



the Borough has been working with the company known as General Code in order to 


complete this process; and



WHEREAS, General Code will prepare a supplement to update the Code, to codify 


ordinances 894 through 934, revise the Table of Contents and Supplemental Index and ship 

this printed material to the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus at the approximate cost of $6200; and



WHEREAS, General Code will create the electronic outputs (PCC and eCode) that were 


ordered with the Code project at the approximate cost of $2250; and



WHEREAS, General Code will incorporate the Editorial Analysis decisions and republish 

the Code in the 8 ½ x 11 size, with new binders, and update the electronic outputs, the time 

frame for completion dependent upon the Borough’s completion of the Editorial Analysis 

review; 



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-

Ho-Kus that the updating, codification, publishing, binding and creation of electronic outputs 

of the Code of Ho-Ho-Kus will proceed with General Code at the approximate cost of $8450.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Governing Body Resolution Requesting Review and Approval of Development Fee Ordinance
WHEREAS, the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus was granted substantive certification by the Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) on October 7, 1998; and
WHEREAS, P.L.2008, c.46 section 8 (C. 52:27D-329.2) and the Statewide Non-Residential Development Fee Act (C. 40:55D-8.1 through 8.7), permits municipalities that are under the jurisdiction of COAH or of a court of competent jurisdiction and that have a COAH-approved spending plan to impose and retain fees on residential and non-residential development; and

WHEREAS, subject to P.L.2008, c.46 section 8 (C. 52:27D-329.2) and the Statewide Non-Residential Development Fee Act (C. 40:55D-8.1 through 8.7), N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.3 permits a municipality to prepare and submit a development fee ordinance for review and approval by the Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) that is accompanied by and includes the following:

· A description of the types of developments that will be subject to fees per N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.3(c) and (d ); 

· A description of the types of developments that are exempted per N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.3(e); 

· A description of the amount and nature of the fees imposed per N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.3(c) and (d) ; 

· A description of collection procedures per N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.3(f); 

· A description of development fee appeals per N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.3(g); and 

· A provision authorizing COAH to direct trust funds in case of non-compliance per N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.3(h). 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus has prepared a draft development fee ordinance that establishes standards for the collection, maintenance, and expenditure of development fees consistent with COAH’s regulations at N.J.A.C. 5:97-8 and in accordance with P.L.2008, c.46, Sections 8 (C. 52:27D-329.2) and 32-38 (C. 40:55D-8.1 through 8.7).

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of Bergen requests that COAH review and approve the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus’ development fee ordinance.
