BOND ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 4 OF THE BOND ORDINANCE (ORD. NO. 
912) 
ENTITLED: "BOND ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE MAKING OF 
VARIOUS 
PUBLIC 

IMPROVEMENTS, THE PROVISION OF 
SUPPLEMENTAL FUNDING FOR THE 
ACQUISITION OF A NEW PUMPER FIRE 
ENGINE, INCLUDING ORIGINAL APPARATUS 
AND EQUIPMENT, AND THE 
ACQUISITION OF A NEW AUTOMOTIVE VEHICLE,

            BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, in the County of             Bergen,   State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1.  Section 4 of Ordinance No. 912 entitled:

adopted by the Borough Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, in the County of Bergen,


New Jersey (the "Borough") on May 23, 2006 (the "Prior Ordinance") is hereby amended to 
(A) add the acquisition of a generator for the use of the Office of Emergency Management 
(“OEM”) to the purposes authorized in Sections 4.B, 4.E and 4.G and (B) revise the 
description of the equipment 
acquisition for the use of the OEM in Section 4.F from two 
generators to a generator, and shall 
hereafter read as follows:

     "Section 4.  The several purposes hereby authorized for the financing of which said 
obligations are to be issued are set forth in the following "Schedule of Improvements, 
Purposes and Amounts" which schedule also shows (l) the amount of the 
appropriation 
and the estimated 
cost of each such purpose, and (2) the amount of 

each 
sum which is to be provided by the State 
grants hereinafter appropriated, and 
(3) the 
amount of each sum which is to be provided by the 
down payment hereinafter 
appropriated to finance such  purposes, and (4) the estimated 
maximum amount of 
bonds and notes to be issued for each such purpose, and (5) the period of 
usefulness of 
each such purpose, according to its reasonable life, computed from the date of said 
bonds:

The capital budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of 
this amendatory bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith and the 
resolutions promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended 
capital budget and capital program as approved by the Director, Division of Local 
Government Services, is on file with 
the Borough Clerk and is available for public 
inspection.

Section 3.  This ordinance shall take effect twenty days after the first publication 
thereof after final passage.



2. Ordinance # 936- Amend Chapter 26 of the code entitled “Smoke Detectors”


BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of 
Bergen and State of New Jersey as follows:


Section I.

That Section 26-9A Smoke detectors is hereby amended to read as follows:


Section 26-9 Smoke detectors and Carbon Monoxide detectors.

A.  Installation.  Smoke detectors and Carbon Monoxide detectors shall be installed in each 
dwelling as defined in N.J.A.C. 5:70-2.3 upon a sale, rental, transfer, lease or change of 
occupancy of any dwelling in the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus.  Each dwelling that is sold, rented, 
leased or transferred shall have a smoke-sensitive and carbon monoxide sensitive alarms on 
each level of the structure and outside each separate sleeping area in the immediate vicinity of 
the bedrooms and located on or near the ceiling in accordance with the National Fire 
Protection Association Standard for the installation, maintenance and use of household fire 
and carbon monoxide warning equipment.  The installation of battery operated smoke and 
carbon monoxide alarm devices shall be accepted as meeting the requirements of this section. 
 Smoke and carbon monoxide devices shall be tested and listed by a product certification 
agency recognized by the State Division of Fire Safety.

Section II.

Severability 


If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase, or word contained in this ordinance 
shall be declared invalid for any reason whatsoever, such decision shall not affect the remaining 
portions of this ordinance, which shall remain in full force and effect and to this end the provisions of 
this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.


Section III.

Repealer

All other ordinances of the Borough, or parts thereof, which are in conflict with this ordinance are 
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as required by law.

1. Ordinance # 934 Granting Raffle and Bingo License 


BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of 
Bergen, and the state of New Jersey as Follows


SECTION  I.   Chapter 49, Section 84 of the Code of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus is hereby 
replaced with the following:


49-84. Duties related to Bingo and Raffles.


The Borough clerk is hereby authorized to approve the granting of raffle and bingo licenses to be 
held in the borough.


SECTION II. Repealer.


All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent or in conflict with this Ordinance were hereby 
repealed as to said inconsistencies and conflicts.


SECTION III. Severability


In any section, part of any section, or clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to 
be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the remaining provisions of this 
ordinance. The governing body of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus declares that it would have passed 
the ordinance and each section and subsection thereof, irrespective of the fact that any one or 
more of the subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases may be declared unconstitutional or 
invalid.
