3. Resolution # 09-75 County Public Assistance
WHEREAS, the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus currently maintains an Agreement with the Village of 
Ridgewood for a Department of  Public Welfare for the purpose of providing general public 
assistance to 
individuals of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 44;8-
108, et. seq., as well as other provisions of New Jersey State Law and Municipal ordinance; and
WHEREAS, New Jersey State law provides in N.J.S.A. 44:8-145.1 that a municipality may transfer 
the 
financial and operational responsibility for the administration of general public assistance to the 
County in which it is located; and 

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus has now reviewed the current 
operation of the Agreement for Pubic Welfare, and has determined that it would be in the best 
interests of the residents and tax payers of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus to request that the 
financial 
and operational responsibility for this department be transferred to Bergen County.
