CONSENT RESOLUTION


1. # 09-79 EMT Training Fund

WHEREAS, the Emergency Medical Technical (“EMT”) Training Fund was created by 

New Jersey P.L. 1992, chapter 143 (N.J.S.A. 26:2K-54 et seq.) as a dedicated, non-
lapsing, revolving fund, established to reimburse any private agency, organization or entity which is certified by the Commissioner of Health and Senior Services to provide training and testing for volunteer ambulance, first aid and rescue squad personnel who are seeking EMT certification and/or recertification: and 



WHEREAS, the Fund has allowed thousands of Volunteer EMTs to earn and maintain their EMT certification without incurring out-of-pocket personal expense and without the need for funding from their volunteer squad or municipality; and 


WHEREAS, the EMT Training Fund is not supported through the use of any tax money, but rather is supported by a $0.50 surcharge on each fine, penalty and forfeiture imposed and collected by the State of New Jersey for motor vehicle or traffic violations and is currently running at approximately a $1,000,000 deficit per year; and


WHEREAS, on April 23, 2009, the Department of Health and Senior Services Office of Emergency Medical Services (OEMS) informed the New Jersey State First Aid Council of Governor Corzine’s intention to redirect $4,000,000 from the dedicated EMT Training Fund to the general treasury of the State of New Jersey leaving only a proposed $400,000 balance in the Fund; and


WHEREAS, a $400,000 balance in the EMT Training Fund is inadequate to meet the annual training needs of the Volunteer EMTs of this State and will result in severe cut-backs of state-paid EMT training for New Jersey’s EMS Volunteer Community. 


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus formally opposes Governor Corzine’s plan to transfer money from the EMT Training Fund, because of the detrimental effect this will have on the availability of EMT training for New Jersey’s Volunteer EMS Community; and 


                    BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus opposes the intended re-appropriation of monies from the dedicated EMT Training Fund, which would shift the cost of Volunteer EMT Training to the Ho-Ho-Kus Volunteer Ambulance Corps, the municipality, and its residents, which during this time of economic hardship, when squads continue to see a decrease in donations, contributions, and a short fall in fund raising, is fundamentally unfair to those who already volunteer their time to attend training courses and answer emergency calls, and to require them to pay for their own training, when they already provide so much to their community, and which will further, significantly impact the recruitment of new member, as well as retention of existing members since many will not be able to pay for their training; and 


                    BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Governor and the Legislature of the State of New Jersey are requested not to remove any money form the EMT Training Fund and to return any money to the Fund that has already been removed for purposes other than those specified in New Jersey P.L. 1992, chapter 143; and 

                   BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that copies of this resolution be forwarded to Governor Corzine, to our State Legislators and to the New Jersey League of Municipalities. 




2. # 09-80 BCOS Mun, Park Improvement Funds

WHEREAS, a Bergen County Open Space Trust Fund application in the amount of $_______________ has been proposed by ______________________________ for _____________________________________ in the municipality of Ho-Ho-Kus; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the State Interlocal Services Act, such funds may not be spent in a 
municipality 
without authorization by the Governing Body; and


WHEREAS, the aforesaid project is in the best interest of the people of Ho-Ho-Kus,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of Ho-Ho-Kus hereby 
confirms endorsement of the aforesaid project; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Governing Body is committed to providing a dollar for 
dollar cash match for the project; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution shall be sent to the Director of the 
Bergen County Division of Community Development so that the implementation of the aforesaid 
project may be expedited.



3. # 09-81 Open space Committee- Mun. Representative

WHEREAS, the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus has entered into a Cooperative Agreement with the County 
of Bergen as provided under the Interlocal Services Act NJSA 40A:8A-1 seq. to participate in the 
Bergen County Open Space, Recreation, Farmland and Historic Preservation Trust Fund; and 


WHEREAS, said Agreement requires that one municipal representative be appointed by the 
Governing Body of the community to be part of the Open Space Trust Municipal Park Improvement 
and Land Acquisition Program Regional Committee for the term of one year coinciding with the 
fiscal year July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body hereby appoints David Hals 
of Schwanewede/Hals Engineering as its representative to participate in the Open Space Trust 
Municipal Program Regional Committee.


4. # 09-82 188 E. Franklin Tpke Lease

WHEREAS, the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus has determined that the property located at 188 East 
Franklin Turnpike, Ho-Ho-Kus, New Jersey, Block 1016, Lot 6 (the Apremises@) is not 
needed for public use, and it has been determined and recommended that said premises 
be leased pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A.40A:12-14;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Governing Body that the Borough Administrator
be and he is hereby authorized to publicly advertise for bids to lease the premises by the 
submission of sealed bids to be received by the Borough Administrator on July 16, 2009 at 
2:00 o=clock P.M. at the Borough Hall, 333 Warren Avenue, Ho-Ho-Kus, New Jersey; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Borough Administrator be and she is hereby 
authorized and directed to advertise notice of bidding in a newspaper circulated in the 
Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus by two (2) insertions, at least once a week during two (2) consecutive 
weeks;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the lease publication to be not earlier than seven (7) days prior 
to the letting of the lease; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the lease shall be let upon the following terms and 
conditions:

(1)  An initial five (5) year term with two (2) options of five (5) years each.

(2) Minimum acceptable rental for the rental area of approximately 1,800 square feet shall be an annual rental for the first year of $30,000 or $2,500 per month.

(3) The rent will be fixed for the first year of the initial term.  Thereafter, for the initial term, annual adjustments will be made to the rental in the amount of 3% per annum or increase in the consumer price index, whichever is less.

(4) The lease shall be on a triple net basis with tenant to be responsible for all taxes, utilities, repairs and insurance.

(5) Tenant may utilize said premises for any use lawfully authorized by the Zoning Code of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus.

(6) Each bid shall be submitted on bid proposal forms together with such information required by the Borough and must be accompanied by a cashier=s or certified check payable to the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus in the sum of TWO THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED ($2,500.00) DOLLARS.  Such check will be held by the Borough as a guarantee that in the event that the bid is accepted and a lease awarded to the bidder, the lease will be duly executed and its performance properly secured, and in default thereof, said check in the amount represented thereby will be forfeited to the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus as liquidated damages.

(7) The successful bidder will be required to sign the form of lease agreement which will be part of the bid documents.  This successful bidder will also be responsible for the costs of public advertising of the bid.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Governing Body does hereby reserve the right to 

accept the highest bid or reject all of the bids where the highest bid is not accepted; 

and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that said lease shall be let based upon additional terms 

and conditions, as set forth in the form of lease agreement, together with 



instructions and notice to bidders which may be obtained from the office of the 


Borough Clerk at the Borough Hall, 333 Warren Avenue, Ho-Ho-Kus, New Jersey 


between the hours of 9:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that acceptance or rejection of the bid or bids shall be 

made not later than at the second regular meeting of the Governing Body following 

the completion of the bidding, and, if the Governing Body shall not so accept such 

highest bid, or reject all bids, said bids shall be deemed to have been rejected; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that any such award to a bidder may be adjourned at the 

time advertised for not more than one (1) week without readvertising.
