The Ho-Ho-Kus Board of Health is offering their Annual Free Rabies Clinic, Thursday, January 12, 2012 at the Ho-Ho-Kus Ambulance Corps Building from 6:00 p.m. – 7:30 p.m. Remember proof of previous rabies shots is needed for a three year certification.

Beginning the first week of January 2012, licenses are available at the Borough Hall from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. daily/or by mail with a stamped, self addressed envelope.  Please be aware that in order to obtain your pet’s license, your pet’s rabies vaccination must be valid at least to November 1st 2012.  If your pet’s vaccination was updated since you purchased your 2011 license, proof must be submitted with your renewal payment. The fees are as follows: $15/altered, $18/non-altered.  After March 1st, there is a $10 late fee charged.
· Reminder: Pet owners or anyone who takes your pet for walks must properly dispose of the waste by picking it up, wrapping it and either placing it in the trash, or disposing of it properly.

· Any electronic pet containment devices being used within the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus must be registered with the Borough. Owners of existing units must obtain signage as per the ordinance.  Signs are available at Borough Hall immediately or specifications are available to create your own signs.  Signs must be visible from the property line at all times.  Homeowners must obtain a permit prior to the installation of any new pet containment systems.  Homeowners must comply with all set backs and regulations within this ordinance.
