ORDINANCE # 923

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 18 OF THE CODE ENTITLED “DOGS”

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of Bergen and State of New Jersey as follows:

Section I.


Section 18-11B of the Code is hereby amended to read as follows:

Subject to the terms of this Ordinance and Statutes incorporated herein, an owner may obtain the release of his animal impounded due to emergency calls upon payment of a recovery fee which is set forth in the Contract between the Borough and Animal Control Officer, which is on file with the Borough Clerk.  Payment of the above charge shall be made to the Police Department.  No owner or person keeping or harboring a dog shall be permitted to claim an impounded dog unless a license and registration tag can be produced for the dog.  The hours for emergency calls are set forth in the Contract between the Borough and Animal Control Officer which is on file with the Borough Clerk. 

Section II.
Repealer

All other ordinances of the Borough, or parts thereof, which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section III.


Severability
If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase, or word contained in this ordinance shall be declared invalid for any reason whatsoever, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this ordinance, which shall remain in full force and effect and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.

Section IV.


Effective Date 

This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as required by law.
