ORDINANCE- 960
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND SUPPLEMENT CHAPTER 85 OF THE CODE ENTITLED “ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF HO-HO-KUS”


PURPOSE AND INTENT: The Governing Body for the Borough of Ho-ho-kus recognizes the need to periodically review and update the permitted uses in the zone districts of the borough. The review of permitted uses in the General Business (GB) District has recognized the need to limit the intensity of uses in this district in order to balance the use types with the limited availability of off-street and on-street parking. In addition the borough seeks to permit land uses to reduce negative impacts to the highly trafficked corridor of North Maple Avenue and Franklin Turnpike.

The intent to manage the principal permitted uses in the GB district furthers the boroughs Master Plan objectives of the following goals as contained in the 2007 Master Plan:

“To preserve and enhance the Borough’s commercial areas by defining their functional role in the Borough and enhancing the quality of life within the commercial center through an appropriate mixture of activities, and provide suitable parking facilities to serve the businesses in the commercial district.”

“To promote a safe and efficient traffic circulation system that serves the community, while retaining the community’s suburban setting within the overall framework of a local circulation system.”

          BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus that Section 85-7 is amended and supplemented as follows:

ARTICLE III
TERMS DEFINED

Section 85-7 – DEFINITIONS AND WORD USAGE
A.
No change.

B.
Terms Defined - As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

Delicatessen:  A retail use in a fixed facility for selling of delicacies including various types of meats, fish, cheeses and salads, cut or packaged to order and may provide an accessory use to sell sandwiches prepared from these primary items usually sold for off-site consumption.


Fast Food Restaurant:  An establishment whose principal business is the sale of rapidly prepared food directly to the customer, such as food cooked or prepared in bulk, in advance for quick assembly and ready to purchase, in a ready to consume state for consumption within the restaurant building, in cars on premises, or off premises.

Gourmet/Specialty Food Store:  Any fixed retail facility where gourmet/specialty cuisine is prepared on premises, not by quick production as is defined as a “fast food restaurant”, and sold in a form ready for consumption or cooked off premises.

Section 85-13 – GB GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT

A.
Permitted Uses is amended and supplemented as follows:


(3)
Retail trade, including paint, glass and wallpaper stores, hardware stores; limited price variety stores; general stores, grocery stores; gourmet/specialty food stores and delicatessens; meat and fish markets; fruit stores and vegetable stores; confectionery stores; dairy products stores; retail bakeries; clothing stores; women’s accessory and specialty stores; shoe stores; custom tailors; furriers and fur shops; furniture; home furnishings and equipment stores; household appliance stores; radio, television and music stores; restaurants, except fast food restaurants, quick-service restaurants, lunch wagons, diners, road stands or any eating place seating less than 25 people or rendering service other than inside the premises where the business is conducted unless operating as a licensed outdoor café; drugstores; liquor stores; antique stores; sporting goods stores; bicycle shops, florists; camera stores; gift shops; beauty parlors; travel agents; floor covering stores; medical supplies stores; drapery, curtain and upholstery stores; insurance agents; and printing and copying stores.
B.
Conditional Uses requiring a special permit as provided in Article VIII is amended as follows:


(1), (2), (3) no change.


(4)  Quick-Service Restaurants; repealed.


(5), (6) no change.

C.
Prohibited Uses is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

(4)
Drive-in restaurants, fast food restaurants, quick-service restaurants or other eating places, such as lunch wagons, diners or road stands or any eating places rendering service other than inside the premises where the business is conducted unless operating as a licensed outdoor café.
Section 85-43 QUICK-SERVICE RESTAURANTS, including paragraphs A through I is hereby repealed and deleted.

Repealer
All other provisions of this ordinance which are not affected by this amendatory Ordinance are hereby ratified and confirmed and shall remain in full force and effect.  However, all ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are inconsistent with the provisions of this amendatory Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Severability 

If any portion of this Ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance, but shall be confined in its effect to the provision directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered.

Effective Date 

This ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication as required by law.
