ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND SUPPLEMENT CHAPTER 46 OF THE

CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF HO-HO-KUS ENTITLED

“BOROUGH OF HO-HO-KUS POLICE DEPARTMENT”

ORDINANCE 961

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of Bergen and State of New Jersey that Chapter 46 of the Code is amended and supplemented as follows:
Section I:  Section 46-2 is amended to read:
A.
COMPOSITION

The Ho-Ho-Kus Police Department shall consist of the following personnel to be appointed to these positions by the Mayor and confirmed by the Borough Council in accordance with Section 46-6:

1.
Not more than one (1) Chief of Police.


2.
Not more than one (1) Captain (vacant).


3.
Not more than one (1) Lieutenant.


4.
Not more than four (4) Sergeants.


5.
Not more than nine (9) Patrol Officers.

B.
VACANCIES

Designation of the foregoing members shall not make appointment thereto at any time mandatory and vacancies therein may occur from time to time.

C.
REVIEW OF TABLE OF ORGANIZATION

There shall be review of the Ho-Ho-Kus Police Department Table of Organization at least every two (2) years by the Chief of Police, Police Commissioners and Municipal Attorney to ensure that it meets the needs of the Borough, its residents, businesses and visitors and is in compliance with all relevant statutes and judicial decisions.  Failure to conduct such a review shall not render this section invalid.

D.
COMPENSATION

The compensation for each member of the Ho-Ho-Kus Police Department shall be set forth in the Annual Salary Ordinance and the implementing salary resolution.

E.
DUTIES

The duties and responsibilities of the members of the Police Department are set forth in the “Police Department of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus Manual of Rules and Regulations” dated March 2003 as adopted pursuant to Section 46-20 herein.


Section 46-9.  PROMOTIONS is amended to read:

​
Promotions shall be made after consideration of merit and seniority on recommendation of the Police Chief and the Police Committee. After recommendation has been made, promotion shall be subject to confirmation by the Mayor and Borough Council.
Section III
Repealer
All other provisions of this Ordinance which are not affected by this amendatory Ordinance are hereby ratified and confirmed and shall remain in full force and effect.  However, all ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are inconsistent with the provisions of this amendatory Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section IV
Severability 

If any portion of this Ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance, but shall be confined in its effect to the provision directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered.

Section V
Effective Date 
This ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication as required by law.
