ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 26 OF THE CODE ENTITLED “FIRE PREVENTION”


BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of Bergen and State of New Jersey that Chapter 26 of the Code is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

A hazardous material registration permit is hereby established and required on an annual basis.  The fee for this permit shall be $100 paid to the enforcement agency to be used in the enforcement of the New Jersey Uniform Fire Code.  Hazardous materials are hereby defined as follows:

The owner or user of any building or structure, lot or land or part thereof where anything in violation of this ordinance shall be placed or shall exist or who shall fail to comply with the orders of the Fire Official or his designee shall each be guilty of a separate misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall each be liable to a fine of not less than $500 and not more than $1,000 or to imprisonment for not more than 90 days, or both.  Each and every day such violation continues after the expiration of an abatement notice shall be deemed a separate and distinct violation.

Smoke detectors and Carbon Monixide detectors.

A, B, C, D, E – No change.

Section II
Repealer
All other provisions of this chapter which are not affected by this amendatory Ordinance are hereby ratified and confirmed and shall remain in full force and effect.  However, all ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are inconsistent with the provisions of this amendatory Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section III
Severability 

If any portion of this Ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance, but shall be confined in its effect to the provision directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered.

Section IV
Effective Date 
This ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication as required by law.
