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ORDINANCE NO. 990      
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 77 OF THE CODE

ENTITLED “UNIFORM CONSTRUCTION CODE DEPARTMENT”


BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of Bergen and State of New Jersey, as follows:


That Chapter 77 be amended in part as follows:

Section I.

A.  Plan Review Fee.  No change.


B.  Construction Fees.


77-7B(1)(a) is amended in the second sentence thereof to increase the new construction permit fee from 0.040 per cubic foot to 0.050 per cubic foot.


 77-7B(1)(b) is amended in the second, third and fourth sentences thereof to read as follows: “The fee shall be in the amount of $25 per $1,000 of estimated cost up to and including $50,000.  From $50,001 to and $100,000, the fee shall be in the amount of $25 of estimated cost.  Above $100,000, the fee shall be in the amount of $25 of the estimated cost provided that the minimum fee shall be $70.”


77-7B(1)(c) is amended to read, “Permit fees for additions shall be computed at 0.040 per cubic foot for the added portion, provided that the minimum fee shall be $70.”


77-7B(1)(d)  No change.


77-7B(1)(e) is amended to read, “The fee for the construction of a tennis court shall be $250; for a swimming pool, including fencing, $250; for an underground fuel storage tank, $200 per 1,000 gallons capacity or part thereof; and for a lead abatement permit required as per N.J.A.C. 5:17 of the State Code $140.” 


77-7B(1)(f) is hereby repealed.


77-7B(1)(g) is amended to read, “Fees for demolition shall be $200 for a residential structure; $100 for an accessory structure; and $300 for a commercial structure.”

Section II.

Section 77-8 Plumbing Subcode Fees is amended as follows:


The fees for the plumbing subcode shall be as follows:


A.  The fee shall be in the amount of $25 per fixture or stack for all fixtures, except as listed in Subsection B, provided that the minimum fee shall be $60.


B.  The fee shall be in the amount $70 per special device for grease traps, oil separators, water-cooled air-conditioning units, pumps, utilities, service connections, boilers, furnaces, water softeners, water heaters, lawn sprinklers, gas fireplaces and pool heaters.


C.  No change.


D.  For replacement of fixtures, the fee shall be $25 for each fixture, provided that the minimum fee shall be $70.


E.  Repealed.

Section III.

Section 77-9 Electrical Subcode Fees is amended as follows:


The fees for the electrical subcode shall be as follows:


A.  Fixtures/outlets.



(1) All receptacles or fixtures, including lighting outlets, wall switches, fluorescent fixtures, convenience receptacle, smoke and heat detectors and motors or devices of less than or equal to one horsepower or one kilowatt: $3.50 each.

 
B.  No change.  


C.  Dwellings:



(1) Heating, cooking equipment and similar appliances:




(a) Outlet for single unit 20 kilowatts or less: $40.




(b) Each additional unit: $20.



(2) No change.


D.  Motor Schedule (air conditioning, generators, etc.)



(1) One horsepower to 75 horsepower, kilowatts, or kilovolt-amperes: $40 each.



(2) Over 75 horsepower, kilowatts or kilovolt-amperes: $50 each.


E.  Swimming pools:



(1) Aboveground: $100.



(2) Inground: $200.


F.  Service meter equipment and feeders:



(1) Less than 100 amperes: $70.



(2) One hundred to 225 amperes: $75.



(3) Two hundred fifty to 600 amperes: $200.



(4) Over 600 amperes: $250



(5) Meters over five, per meter: $50.



(6) Subpanels: $50.


G.  Transformers (vaults, enclosures, substations):



(1) Not over 200 kilovolt-amperes: $70.



(2) Over 200 kilovolt-amperes: $100.


H.  Electrical signs:



(1) Each incandescent: $70.



(2) Electrical discharge sign, zero to 10 amperes: $70.



(3) Each additional five amperes or fraction: $25.


I.  Radio and television transmitting equipment:



(1) All equipment: $150.


J.  Inspection for reintroduction of current: $100.


K.  No change.


L.  Fire and burglar alarm systems; smoke alarms:



(1) Residential:




(a) One to 10: $70.




(b) Each additional: $10.00



(2) Commercial: $150.



(3) Installation of fire alarm system: $200


M.  Temporary installations and decorative displays:



(1) For not over 60 days: $75.


N.  Temporary service on site: $75.


O.  Minimum fees.  No fee shall be less than $70.


P.  No change.

  Section IV.

Section 77-10 Fire Subcode Fees is amended as follows:


The fees for the fire subcode shall be as follows:


A.  Sprinkler systems:



(1) One to 25 heads: $75.



(2) Twenty-six to 75 heads: $100.



(3) Seventy-six to 100 heads: $125.



(4) One hundred one to 200 heads: $175.



(5) Two hundred one to 300 heads: $225.



(6) Over 300 heads: $315.



(7) Fire pump: $300.



(8) Each exit and emergency light: $20.



(9) Each gas-fired appliance: $75.



(10) Commercial kitchen exhaust system: $100.


B.  Standpipes:



(1) Special suppression system: $50 for the first $1,000 of cost.

(2) Forty-Five dollars for each additional $1,000 of cost.


C.  Fire detectors:



(1) For the first five devices: $60.



(2) For each additional device: $10.00


D.  Suppression for cooking facilities: $150 per system.


E.  Woodburning stoves and fireplaces: $75.


F.  Underground or aboveground tank removal or abandonment (fuel storage tanks): $150.


G.  Minimum fee: $70.

Section V.

Section 77-10.1 Miscellaneous Fees is amended as follows:


A.  No change.


B.  No change.


C.  The fee for a certificate of occupancy shall be $100 for new construction of principal buildings.  A certificate of continued occupancy for accessory buildings or renovation and additions of existing buildings shall be $50.  The fee for business continued certificate of occupancy shall be $100.  The fee for a certificate of clearance for lead abatement as per N.J.A.C. 5:23-2.23(m) of the State Code shall be $28.  (Amended 3-28-1995 by Ord. No. 744; 2-27-1996 by Ord. No. 758; 12-16-1997 by Ord. No. 789)

Section 77-11 Annual Review of Fees.  No change.

Section VII.

Section 77-12 Surcharge Fee is amended as follows:


A.  In order to provide for the training, certification and technical support programs required by the Uniform Construction Code Act and the regulations, the enforcing agency shall collect, in addition to the fees specified above, a surcharge fee of $0.00265 per cubic foot of volume for new structures and additions and $1.35 per thousand dollars of construction costs for alterations and renovations.  Said surcharge fee shall be remitted to the Bureau of Housing Inspection, Department of Community Affairs, on a quarterly basis for the fiscal quarters ending September 30, December  31, March 31 and June 30 and not later than one month next succeeding the end of the quarter for which it is due.  In the fiscal year in which the regulations first become effective, said fee shall be collected and remitted for the third and fourth quarters only.  (Amended 10-24-1989 by Ord. No. 646; 5-28-1991 by Ord. No. 678; 3-28-1995 by Ord. No. 744)
