ORDINANCE NO. 993
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 85, ZONING

ORDINANCE, OF THE BOROUGH OF HO-HO-KUS
BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, in the County of Bergen and State of New Jersey, that Chapter 85 of the Code is hereby amended as follows:
Section I.  Section 85-7 DEFINITIONS AND WORD USAGE is amended as follows:

PARKING AREA – An open area other than a street or other public road or way used for the parking of motor vehicles, including access drives or aisles for ingress and egress thereto and therefrom.  Access drives or aisles shall not be included when calculating required off-street parking.


RESTAURANT, QUICK SERVICE – An establishment which is engaged in the sale of a limited line of foods and beverages which are prepared and packaged in paper or other types of disposable containers, and which sale therefor contemplates the consumption of food while standing or sitting on the premises, in cars on the parking lot of said premises or at some location entirely off the premises.
Section II. §85-13 A.(3) is amended to read as follows:
(3) Retail trade, including paint, glass and wallpaper stores; hardware stores; limited price variety stores; general stores, grocery stores and delicatessens; meat and fish markets; fruit stores and vegetable stores; confectionery stores; dairy products stores; retail bakeries; clothing stores; women's accessory and specialty stores; shoe stores; custom tailors; furriers and fur shops; furniture; home furnishings and equipment stores; household appliance stores; radio, television and music stores; drugstores; liquor stores; antique stores; sporting goods stores; bicycle shops; florists; camera stores; gift shops; beauty parlors; travel agents; floor covering stores; medical supplies stores; drapery, curtain and upholstery stores; insurance agents; and printing and copying stores.

Section III.  §85-13 B. Conditional Uses is amended by inserting the following item (7):
 (7) Restaurants, except lunch wagons, diners, road stands or any eating place seating less than 25 people or rendering service other than inside the premises where the business is conducted unless operating as a licensed outdoor café.  A restaurant shall not be located on a lot that is contiguous or adjacent to a single family residential zone.

Section IV. If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence or any other part of this ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this ordinance.

Section V. All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section VI. The Borough Clerk is hereby directed to give notice at least ten (10) days prior to the hearing on the adoption of this ordinance to the Bergen County Planning Board, and to all others entitled thereto pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40:55D-15. Upon adoption of this ordinance, after public hearing thereon, the Borough clerk is further directed to publish notice of the passage thereof and to file copy of this ordnance as finally adopted with the Bergen County Planning Board as required by N.J.S.A. 40:55D-16 and with the Borough Tax Assessor.
Section VII.  This ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication as provided by law.
