However, all ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are
inconsistent with the provisions of this amendatory Ordinance, are hereby repealed to the extent of such
inconsistency.

If any portion of this Ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such
judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance, but shall be confined in its effect to the
provision directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered.

Effective Date

This ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication as required by law.

IX. FINAL PASSAGE OF ORDINANCES
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 85 OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF HO-HO-KUS ENTITLED
“ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF THE HO-HO-KUS”
BE IT ORDAINED, By the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus, County of Bergen and State of
New Jersey that Chapter 85 of the Code is amended as follows:
L Section 85-32.3 Driveways:
In all residential zones, all driveways accessory to residential dwellings shall comply with the following
requirements:
A.toI. (no change)
J. No driveway shall provide for access to or from a public street through the rear yard of any property.
IL The Borough Clerk is hereby directed to give notice at least ten (10) days prior to hearing on the adoption of
this ordinance to the County Planning Board and to other persons entitled thereto pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-15 and
N.L.S.A. 40:55D-63, if required. Upon the adoption of this ordinance after a public hearing thereon, the Borough Clerk
is further directed to publish notice of the passage thereof and to file a copy of the ordinance as finally adopted with the
Bergen County Planning Board as required by N.J.S.A. 40:55D-16. The Clerk shall also forthwith transmit a copy of this
ordinance after final passage to the Borough Tax Assessor as required by N.J.S.A. 40:49-2.1
III. Severability
If any portion of this Ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such
judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance, but shall be confined in its effect to the
provision directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered.
Iv. Repealer
All other provisions of this chapter which are not affected by this amendatory Ordinance are hereby ratified and
confirmed and shall remain in full force and effect. However, all ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are
inconsistent with the provisions of this amendatory Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
