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The Borough of Ho-Ho-Kus is making every effort to help our residents feel safe and stay informed, especially during times of emergencies and severe weather events.  We have some new resources and procedures in place to provide information.  But we need your help to make the system work effectively.

Especially during emergencies, timely information is critical.  We encourage all Ho-Ho-Kus residents, business owners and local employees to register their home and cell phones with our Swiftreach alert service and with Nixle, to “like” the Ho-Ho-Kus Facebook page, and follow Ho-Ho-Kus Borough and the Ho-Ho-Kus Police Department on Twitter.

If you need any assistance, please contact the Ho-Ho-Kus Borough Administrative Offices.  For residents who do not have access to a computer, the Ho-Ho-Kus Public Library has public computers available and they can assist with online enrollment in these communication resources.

SWIFTREACH:  You can register by giving your information to the Ho-Ho-Kus Police Department or logging on to http://swift911.swiftreach.com/public/200022/.  Enroll your cell phone as your primary contact number.  If you do not have a cell phone, register your home number as your primary contact.

NIXLE:  An important method of emergency communication is mobile and smart phones, and Ho-Ho-Kus has partnered with Nixle to provide free text and/or e:mail alerts to our Residents in cases of emergencies.  Residents are strongly encouraged to register your cell phones and e:mail addresses with Nixle for emergency communications from Ho-Ho-Kus Municipal Departments.

There are several ways to sign up for Nixle:

· Easiest way – simply text our zip code “07423” to 888777 and receive real-time alerts and advisories directly from the Ho-Ho-Kus Office of Emergency Management (OEM), Police Department, Fire Department, DPW, and Administration.  There is no charge for registering.  Standard text messaging rates associated with your mobile phone service will apply.  You can opt out at anytime by texting “STOP” to 888777.

· Or visit the website www.nixle.com and sign up to be a registered user.  This is free and gives you the most functionality.  You can sign up your cell phone and email addresses and pick the types of alerts you want to receive and from whom.  Many other local agencies also use Nixle so you could also check where you work, etc.  Be sure you get alerts from Ho-Ho-Kus.
