From the North (via Route 17)

Turn right off Route 17 South onto Ridgewood Avenue (West) to
Paramus Road. Turn left onto Paramus Road and continue approximately
two miles to college; proceed around jug handle to main entrance.

From the East

Take Route 4 West to Paramus Road (Paramus Road is 34 miles past
Route 17 intersection.) Turn right onto Paramus Road and proceed
north approximately two miles to Bergen Community College
entrance on right.

From the South (via Route 17)

Take Route 17 North to Century Road exit, second exit to the right,
proceed around cloverleaf over Route 17 onto Century Road (West).
Continue to Paramus Road and turn right onto Paramus Road to
college entrance on right.

From the West

Take Route 4 East to Paramus Road (exit under overpass). Turn right
onto Paramus Road and proceed north for approximately two miles
to college entrance on right.

o Alkaline batteries (AA, AAA, C, D, 9V) dispose in
normal trash

e Unlabeled waste or containers with unknown

Containers larger than five (5) gallons

Any compressed cylinders (e.g. oxygen or acetylene)

Pressure-treated lumber or railroad ties

Computers, electronics, and tires are NOT accepted

at waste collections.
